Reopening of Colleges with the Pandemic Background

The Covid Pandemic has taken a great toll on the education system and on
all the stakeholders especially the students. Almost for two precious years the
students have been deprived of physical interaction that schools and colleges
provide. These two years they have become slaves of the 'mobile'. Excessive exposure to the net has
made them addicted to the media.

Schools, colleges and other educational institutions have reopened with the above background. At
the college level we have seen students facing innumerable problems like lack of attention and
concentration, inability to focus on studies, loss of interest, loss of listening and writing skills and so on.
In the current ongoing examinations session, the students are unable to write for the given duration of
time, the number of coping cases has multiplied even after mentoring.

On the other hand, teachers have been learning new skills to handle the new medium of teaching.
Teachers who were on the verge of retirement also overcame the challenge. This brought forth the factor
that age is not a barrier for learning. It is to the credit of the teachers that they overcame the technology
related learning disability very quickly. To go an extra mile many teachers became innovative in teaching
online.

We should also not forget that the Online System is here to stay. Possibilities are there that in
certain areas of education hybrid system will be adopted of both off-line and on-line teaching and
assessment.

Taking advantage of the pandemic period the college initiated the process of identifying
successful and well-known alumni. It seems to be a herculean task. The first batch to graduate from the
College was in the year 1971. The college which initially had science and arts stream, in 1984 also added
the commerce stream. All the three streams have both the junior college (X and XII) and the senior
college (First, Second- and Third-Year Degree) section. All the streams are having fully aided courses.

In the ongoing years we were able to add new professional courses which were granted as
'permanently non-aided' as per the norms of the government. In the subsequent years we not only added
Post Graduate Courses but went on to add Research Section i.e., PhD also. Today a student gets admitted
in the junior college can complete his study till PhD. In the current academic year, we have almost 4600
students on roll. Each year approximately 600 students graduate from different streams.

We feel that it is crucial to track the progress of these students in their real life as they contribute
towards the nation building. As of now we have been able to track only few alumni, as we progress, we
shall keep on adding to the list of “achievers alumni”.

All the readers are requested to extend their helping hand to identify and introduce “achievers
alumni” to the college, possibility could be that the reader himself/herself could be an “achievers
alumni”.

The College will be going for the third cycle of NAAC Accreditation in the current academic year.
As per the procedure of NAAC the college will be providing them the access to the student's data.
Students will be picked randomly and will receive email for presenting their opinion about the college.
The students should make it a point to revert back to the email to register their opinion as it is a mandatory
component of assessment. The forthcoming cycle of accreditation is important as all the efforts will yield
positive results. We solicit cooperation of all stakeholders to help us successfully sail through this period

During my visit to Australia Sydney,

Igot the opportunity to visit a unique cemetery,
the Rookwood Cemetery in Sydney, New South
Wales, Australia. It is the largest necropolis and the world largest operating cemetery from the
Victorian era which was established in 1868. The total size of land in which the cemetery is
spread is 286 hectares (706 acres). This is a unique cemetery as it has burial allocation forall
faiths/religions. The cemetery is divided into sections or zones on the basis of the religious faiths
as it is multicultural. Grave of theall sects of Christians, Muslims, Chinese, Jews, Buddhist and
all other faiths and even atheist have their resting place here. There is a separate section of graves
for the war heroes, ‘The War Graves'. Inside the cemetery there are chapels, temples, mausoleum,
monuments and memorials.

All graves are registered and the names of the dead person is engraved for identity purpose. The
Cemetery maintains digital records for all the graves and a person can locate the grave of the
specific person online. The family of the dead has to purchase the land allocated for the grave and
it shall remain in their family possession for lifetime.

For a Muslim burial one grave can contain two bodies, buried one upon another with a cement
slab as the partition between the bodies. The cost of one grave to contain two bodies is
Aus$20000/, which is around Rs. 11,00,000/ (Rupees Eleven Lakhs). The Suni and Shia are
always at loggerheads but here they are resting at peace side by side. My other observations were
that women do visit the Muslim graveyard and lay fresh flowers on the graves sit and pray for the
deceased as followed by other faiths. Few graves had the photograph of the deceased pasted.

It was for the first time I was able to see a cryptic, a cryptic is a stone chambered burial vault
where certain sects of Christians store their deceased.

The cemetery is managed by an independent body. There are well maintained roads, well
organised green cover of various trees, shrubs, and creepers proper system for burials with
necessary materials are made available.

Studies on some aspects of biology of goby fish,

Parachaeturichthys ocellatus (Day 1873) from Mumbai coast.
Submitted in December 2014 - Degree awarded in September 2015

Gobidae are the largest family of marine fishes, comprising more than 220

genera and 1500 species. Gobies, although small, are of considerable importance
ecologically and commercially. They can be very abundant at certain localities, where
they form an important component of the food. Many species of gobiids occurring in
the coastal waters of India have been identified by Day (1889). The gobiid fish,
Parachaeturichthys ocellatus s native to Mumbai coast (Day1858) and occurs in the
muddy creeks of Colaba, Worli, Mahim, Danda, Madh, Mahul, and Thane (Mutsaddi
and Bal 1973). It forms a part of fishery along Mumbai and Ratnagiri coasts. The fish is
consumed by the people residing along the creeks as well as others. The fact that not
much data about the biology of the fish or its fishery was available has provided an
impetus to select Parachaeturichthys ocellatus for the study which reflects on various
aspects of fish biology like its systematic position, morphometric and meristic
characters, length weight relationship, ponderal index, food and feeding habits and
reproductive biology. Fish is a rich source of protein with composition of amino acid
which is well suited to human dietary requirements, comparing favourably with egg,
milk and meat in the nutritional value of its protein. Therefore the study was
undertaken to determine proximal composition, nutritional value and energy value of
Pocellatus and compare the same with some of the commonly available fishes from
selected creeks of Mumbai. Macromolecular studies on DNA, RNA, and Protein was
also carried out for analysing the nutritional condition and growth of the fish in terms of
its macromolecular contents and their ratios.

This study on biology and nutritional aspects will provide the baseline data of
P.ocellatus which will help in enhancing the productivity and judicious management of
fishery of'the fish in the creeks of Mumbai.

Are the fish we consume contaminated
with mercury and pesticides?

Alarmed!! Well, it is a matter of great concern! Did you know that mercury is the
second most poisonous substance in this world? And everything from toothpaste and
cosmetics to electrical appliances has mercury in it! and this is directly or indirectly
dumped in to the water bodies, finally reaching its way to the fishes and through them in
to the humans!!! Well.. any doubts?? Just Google.. ‘Minamata episode’ and you shall
get the details of the infamous tragedy! Same is the case with Pesticides which too
bioaccumulates and Biomagnifies in the food chain. These contaminants are
neurotoxic, genotoxic and can cause several fatal diseases and even deaths.

Ulhas River Estuary and Thane Creek, the two great water bodies in the vicinity
of Mumbai and Thane are recipients of indiscriminate sewage and industrial wastes.
Ironically, the fishes of these bodies are being consumed by the local, traditional
fisherfolk in large quantities on a daily basis, exposing them to these deadly toxins. My
Ph. D research comprised of a detailed and exhaustive study on the levels of mercury
and pesticides in the waters and fishes of Thane creek and Ulhas river estuary, study of
levels of these contaminant in the body of fish consuming villagers by estimating their
levels in the hair samples (for mercury) and breast milk samples (for pesticides) . It also
included a detailed study of fish consumption pattern and dietary intake of these toxins
in the villagers and lastly, recommendations on the species and quantity of fish to be
consumed were provided in tabular form with respect to the age, weight and fish
consumption pattern of villagers so that they can be brought well below the safety
limits prescribed by WHO. Along with the above, this work also included study of
clinical signs and symptoms of mercury and pesticide poisoning in the populations.
Overall, three villages along Ulhas River Estuary, two villages along Thane Creek and
a Control village in an unpolluted area upstream of Ulhas River Estuary were selected
for the study. More than 800 samples of fish were estimated for mercury and pesticides
levels and 1002 villagers were interviewed during the survey. The estimation of




mercury was done by APHA 5 - method using AAS while
Pesticide estimation was carried out by Gas chromatography.
Standard Reference material (DORM 3) was used for
accuracy and precision of sample estimation which was
carried outat BARC and Reliable Laboratories.

Thanks to our traditional cooking receipes with lots of spices or perhaps the
genetic constitution, these populations showed negligible signs and symptoms of
mercury and pesticide poisoning even though their concentrations were too high in
fishes, so were their consumption rates when compared to global standards. Yet, it is a
matter of concern and these areas need constant monitoring so as to avoid another
Minamata episode here.

18 research papers have been published by me on this topic and I have also
presented my papers in several National and International conferences where I bagged
best paper presentation awards too. I was also awarded Research scholarship for the
same from University of Mumbai. I owe these credits to my research guide Dr.Sarita
Mabhajan, retired Associate Professor from B.N.Bandodkar college , Thane.
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It was Wednesday, 15" September, 2021. I decided to start early from Mira Road.

Before starting the journey, I checked the
fare chart. It was showing Rs. 1980 from Mira Road to Maharashtra College. I was
surprised.

I was the
only person in the staff room for some time. I went to the washroom to wash my hands
with soaps. I still prefer soaps to sanitisers. The pandemic has forced us to be more
hygienic now. I feel it is a good change. It should continue even in the post pandemic
life. However, I don't like social distancing. It has tended to dilute the warmth in our
relationship.

While I was thinking to assess the semester V projects, I could see two of my
colleagues entering the staff room. Soon we began to discuss a variety of topics and
ideas. They were wondering why I had still not taken the vaccine. Although it did not
give hundred percent guarantee of safety from being infected, it did provide some
psychological solace. I told them I would go for it at the earliest. The chat briefly
touched the politics of Uttar Pradesh where the attempts were being made to further
divide the society on communal lines.

Soon I was joined by my last year's students. Four of them were called to take
their certificates. | started talking to them. Sara told me she had taken admission in MA

.Nuclear Energy

Prof. Ismail H. Popatia - Computer Science Department

We receive the Electric energy from the Power stations (Power plants). Power
plants use various methods to generate electricity; one of the common methods is
burning coal (or fuel) thereby generating heat, this heat then converts water to steam,
then steam driving the turbines which then generate electricity. This method is neither
efficient nor environmental friendly.

There is another way, through Nuclear Energy, in such power plants radioactive
element such as U-235 is used as the nuclear fuel.

U-235 undergoes fissioning reaction generating tremendous amount of energy
in form of heat, this heat can be used to convert water to steam and then this steam can
drive the turbines giving electricity.

The power generated in nuclear reactions is extremely high as compared to
burning coal. As a rough estimate the heat energy generated by 3 rail-wagons full of
coal would be generated by a spoon-full of U-235 (nuclear fuel).

Which means tonnes of coal energy = few grams of Nuclear energy

But even a single failure of nuclear power plants can cause enormous loss and

couldrisk life of millions for at least 1000 years!!!

Surprised? Yes the newborns are not only nursed, but also fed and taken
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care of by fathers! This phenomenon is called paternal care in biology. Generally,
it 1s witnessed that mothers play a key role in feeding and nursing the young ones,
especially the newborns. However, exclusive paternal care has been witnessed in
a variety of organisms including invertebrates, fishes and amphibians. One such
well known example of paternal care is seen in sea horses. In these organisms,
males have 'brood pouch' on their abdomen in which the eggs are stored and the
males brood them until they are ready to hatch. Males of the sunfish family
exhibit paternal care of their eggs and young ones by guarding the nest and
aerating the eggs. In jawfish, females lay the eggs and males then take them in
their mouth. The male keeps around 400 eggs in his mouth till they hatch and then
their father spits them out. The males go without having food for a considerable
length of time. While feeding, they spit the eggs into a burrow for a short span of
time, only to take them back again in their mouth. This is called as 'mouth
brooding'. Males of the three-spined sticklebacks fish defend their breeding
territory, fan the eggs, clean the debris and consider themselves solely
responsible for the care of the eggs.

These are just a few of the examples in Nature which exhibit intense
fatherly love towards their offsprings. Many such classic examples of paternal

care can be witnessed in amphibians, birds and also in primates.

Alexithymia

Alexithymia was first mentioned as a psychological construct in 1970s and was
viewed as a deficit in emotional awareness. Research suggests that approximately 8%
of males and 2% of females experience alexithymia, and that it can come in mild,
moderate and severe intensities. Studies also show that alexithymia has two
dimensions — a cognitive dimension, where a child or adult struggles to identify,
interpret and verbalize feelings (the “thinking” part of our emotional experience). And
an affective dimension, where difficulties arise in reacting, expressing, feeling and
imagining (the “experiencing” part of our emotional experience).Alexithymia has long
been associated to a range of psychological disorders, from autism, depression,
schizophrenia, and somatoform disorders, just to name a few. It's very challenging for
those who struggle with alexithymia to cope with co-existing psychological disorders
because their innate vulnerability to understanding themselves and others complicates
recovery.

Treatments for Alexithymia

Don't punish, shame or mock their emotional unresponsiveness. Instead,
practice patience. Consider explaining your needs in briefer terms, “I'm feeling tired, I
don'twant to cook. Let's get take-out for dinner. ” Or helping them label emotions, “You
look angry. Is something bothering you?” Help raise their awareness of triggers or
stressors that are bubbling to the surface, “You have your SAT's soon, are you feeling
anxious?” Realizing that your loved one may not speak, hear or sense the same
emotional language as you can help when conflicts or misunderstandings take place.

Summary
Alexithymia is a trait that makes it hard to find words for thoughts and feelings.
It 1s experienced by both children and adults and can come in mild, moderate and

severe forms. When identified, alexithymia can be treated — with the goal of making

feelings and their textures easier to navigate.
